Resident and Homeowner Violation Appeal Process
Residents and/or homeowners have the right to appeal any violation or complaint lodged against them.

The process of submitting a letter of appeal is as follows:

1. Letters of appeal should be submitted to MTM within the stated violation response period or no more than 30 days after receipt of violation notice. Residents are encouraged to follow up with MTM to ensure receipt of their letters.

2. MTM will notify the HOA board than an appeal has been requested.

3. HOA board will rule on a case by case basis within 30 days.

4. MTM will respond back to the resident and/or homeowner concerning the board’s decision.

Letters of appeal should:

· Include your name and address.

· Include whether you are a renting resident or the homeowner.

· Include a statement of the violation in which you are appealing.

· Include a statement of appeal. Such as: Why are you disagreeing with the violation: Are you asking for additional time: Do you need further clarification: Be as specific as possible.
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
